The parish council, 
the faith formation committee, and I have read all the comments thus far and are noticing patterns. We are hoping to 
conduct an in-depth study of the data points on the survey's front side, and then toward the end of summer we hope to 
present a report of some kind on what we find. I would also like to take this opportunity to thank all of those who—
charitably—offered constructive criticism of me personally. 

CORPUS CHRISTI CELEBRATION  The Feast of Corpus Christi, the weekend of June 2, celebrates the Real Presence of 
Jesus in the Most Holy Eucharist.   Sacred Heart will honor this feast with a Corpus Christi Eucharistic Procession.  We will 
have a special celebratory mass at 12:30 pm on Sunday, June 2, followed by the Corpus Christi Eucharistic 
Procession around the church/school campus, through the local neighborhood and including the city park.  This will be a 
bilingual mass, with the 10:30 am mass on June 2nd canceled. We will process with the monstrance, stopping to 
worship at altars on the way.  Our First Communicants will lead the procession and we invite all parishioners to join in.  We 
realize this is the school bazaar weekend, but we pray for a large turnout to this event as we show our reverence to the 
source and summit of our Catholic faith, the Holy Eucharist.  Please wear comfortable shoes for walking and, in case of rain, 
bring an umbrella.
